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5. The hall looking toward the library doors.
6. The vestibule, the floor of which is black
and white marble is circular in form with
indirectly lighted niches. The benches are of
rouge jaspé marble. 7. This view of the
dining room looks toward the east wall
where the two doors lead to the breakfast
room (I3). The surround of the fireplace is
moulded glass by Steuben and the walls are
painted off white and the ceiling chartreuse.
The door hardware throughout consists of
clear catalan knobs on brushed silver ros-
ettes. 8. The library is finished in oak, which
is limed and waxed. 9. The free standing
concrete stairs are covered with polished
black marble chips. 10. Mrs, McCullagh's
bedroom. || and 12 show the black, grey
and white rubber floors which were fabri-
cated in England. 13 is a view of the break-
fast room and 14 shows Mrs. McCullagh's
bathroom. 15. The sunken tub is surrounded
with grand antique marble and the floor
has a grey and white rubber carpet.
