VIEWPOINT 

Public reaction to the Toronto City Hall competition 
suggests that unimaginative architecture can no 
longer be blamed on dullness of public taste in 
this country. 

Architects tmable to include in their organization 
specialists in decorating and landscaping, should 
not surrender such work to separate and indepen­
dent specialists without maintaining some meas­
ure of control recognized by the dient. 

Why do daily and weekly papers seem reluctant to 
give credit to architects for photographs and per­
spectives appearing in their papers? 

Now that ilie Massey Medal has become an accepted 
symbol of recognition of outstanding architectural 
merit in buildings in Canada: 
(a) Should judgment be based on drawings and 

photographs alone, or should the jury visit the 
building, intervi ew its owners, and study the 
architectural problem iliat has been solved to 
truly appreciate the value of the solution? 

(b) Should the field of selection be limited to sub­
missions made to a jury, or should current 
architecture be examined regularly for build­
ings meriting consideration, and nominations 
made to a jury? 

To what extent should, or could, ili e profe.ssional 
association influ ence teaching in the Schools of 
Architecture without infringing on academic free­
dom? 

The employment of non-professional personnel as 
business representatives is conunon among Ameri­
can and European architectural firms. Do you 
think that ilii s practice of hiring a staff to look 
after promotional work, thus leaving the architect 
free to do the work he is trained to do, could find 
favour in Canada? 

In the case of the very small client who wants, but 
cannot afford full architectural services, there is 
some professional responsibility for basic plan­
ning and design and public relations which should 
be passed on to the small office of the newcomer 
to the profession whose enthusiasm and low over­
head would seem to suit him for such tasks. 

Since Canada possesses no architectural critics such 
as Richards or Mumford, architectural criticism 
or even discussion of Canadian buildings by Can­
adian architects in ilic pages of the JOURNAL 
would produce nothing but negative results. 

Do you agree that, if architects had always given 
the public and their clients what they wanted, 
buildings would have never developed beyond 
the stone age? 

Is architectural design control in conjunction with 
city planning a necessity to achieve cities which 
are aesthetically effective, and, if so, how should 
this best be achieved?
